The Village Traditions community located at Ramon Road 

and S Calle El Segundo consists of 76 attached & detached 

Mediterranean style villas.  The 6 townhome buildings 

featuring 24 total townhomes were completed in 2007 

while the 52 detached Villas were completed by 2018 

finishing out the original project.  The townhomes are 

approximately 1500 to 1900 square feet, both 2 and 3 

bedrooms, with the detached Villas ranging from 1900 to 

2200 square feet.  All the detached units are two-story and 

have 3 bedrooms and 3 baths, some with 2nd floor casitas.  

The community has a club house with a pool, cardio & 

weight room.   Several of the detached homes have private 

pools or in-ground spas.  The entire property is gated and 

conveniently located near Baristo Park and three blocks to 

downtown Palm Springs making it an excellent location for 

residents to walk to downtown restaurants, bars, and 

activities.
